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Case Collection Requirements 
Youth-led Action for Rural Sustainable Development
1. Content and Copyright Requirements
· Originality: Applicants must be the original authors of the submitted case studies. It is crucial that their submissions do not violate any intellectual property rights or other legal interests of third parties. 
· Usage Rights: Individual and organisation authors of selected case studies are required to share their copyright of the case study with INRULED. INRULED has the usage right to edit and modify the submitted cases and videos to meet its writing specifications. These case studies will be available in the database for visitors to freely access, browse, and download. Moreover, INRULED and its partner organisations can use the case studies in non-profit promotional activities. Names of authors/organisations will be published along with respective case studies.
2. Selection Criteria
Participating case studies should demonstrate specific solutions to sustainable rural development issues in certain contexts. The projects in the case study should highlight noteworthy achievements during their implementation, offer valuable insights for knowledge sharing and learning, and exhibit potential for replication and promotion in other contexts and demographics. 
Eligible cases must meet the following criteria:
1) Relevance: To what extent is the project align with local socio-cultural values and address the practical needs of rural sustainable development in terms of economy, environment, culture, and society, etc?
2) Consistency: Does the project effectively collaborate with government, schools (or other educational institutions), and other stakeholders? Does it achieve the objectives of complementarity, coordination and cooperation?
3) Impact: Direct impact: for example, number of direct beneficiaries, benefit modalities and outcomes, etc.; indirect impact: for example, impact in terms of raising ecological awareness, promoting policy change, etc.
4) Sustainability: Is the project still ongoing? How does it differ from its initial focus? Has the project expanded to more regions, and how does it differ in terms of implementation content and approach?

The organisers will score the submissions according to the above standards, and make the final selection.
